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The Entrepreneurship Management major is a new undergraduate major approved by the Ministry of
Education for the record in 2021, which is an emerging major that adapts to the urgent need of
innovation-driven development strategy and promotes entrepreneurship to drive employment. It is driven by
the gradual optimization of the innovation and entrepreneurship ecosystem, the diversification of innovation
and entrepreneurship groups, the continuous enrichment of innovation and entrepreneurship forms, and the
continuous emergence of innovation and entrepreneurship carriers. Innovation and entrepreneurship are
forming a new pattern of collaborative production, education, research, and application, the integration of
various business types, and the comprehensive optimization of the entrepreneurial ecosystem. It is moving
towards a new stage of innovation and entrepreneurship 2.0 upgrade. The formation and development of new
quality productivity requires a large number of talents with creative thinking, innovation ability,
entrepreneurial potential, and creative level.

Systematic training program: The training program designed in accordance with the law of talent growth
and enterprise generation: including public basic courses, professional basic courses, professional courses
(entrepreneurial quality, entrepreneurial skills, enterprise generation, entrepreneurial industry cognition), and
entrepreneurial training and practice courses.

2025", master the economic management theories and knowledge needed for entrepreneurship, understand
the cutting-edge scientific and technological knowledge and industry development direction.

(4) Have the ability to set up and operate enterprises in such aspects as market research, business big data
analysis, business plan design, project evaluation and financing, interpersonal communication and

cooperation, Internet marketing and promotion, crisis management, etc.



(5) Have good speech and written expression ability, communication ability and EQ management ability,

have a good team spirit, cooperation spirit, organization, coordination, leadership ability.
